Su fe inquebrantable y sus incansables oraciones de 
intercesión llevaron a la conversión de su esposo, su 
hijo y otros miembros de su familia, convirtiéndola 
en una figura venerada para quienes buscan la con-
versión de sus seres queridos. Es la patrona de las 
mujeres casadas, las madres y las personas que su-
fren de alcoholismo.
