SAINT STEPHEN
DECEMBER 26

St. Stephen was a Christian deacon in

Jerusalem who is believed to have been the first
Christian martyr . His apology before

the Sanhedrin points to a distinct strand of belief
in early Christianity. His defense of his faith
before the rabbinic court enraged his Jewish
audience, and he was taken out of the city and
stoned to death. His final words, a prayer of
orgiveness for his attackers echo those of Jesus on
the cross. Stephen is the patron saint of deacons,
bricklayers, and stonemasons and is also invoked
against headache.

Sus ultimas palabras,
una oracion de perdon para sus atacantes, se
hacen eco de las de Jesus en la cruz. Esteban es el
santo patron de los diaconos, albaniles y canteros,
y también se le invoca contra el dolor de cabeza.
